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A letter to the International Community, from Ukraipian citizens
R L T f - Dear International Community,

As you know, at 'the beginning of 2014 the Russian Federation unlawfully annexed the
Ukrainian Crimean Peninsula. Following that, it encouraged and supported separatist movements in
the Eastern regions of Ukraine, thus instigating an armed conflict. But Russia did not stop at that
and further violated the Ukrainian territorial integrity by sending there its regular military forces,
vehicles and ammunitions and by firing rockets from its territory in the direction of Ukraine.

- member of the Ukrainian regular armed forces,

- who was acting on the Ukrainian territory,

- who was executing the orders of her superior commandment,

- who is protected by the international diplomatic immunity as an elected Member of the Ukrainian
Parliament,

has been kidnapped from the Ukrainian territory, brought to Russia and tried in court on the charge
of the events that happened after she had been captured. She was not even allowed the rlght to say
her last word during the so-called “trial”.

Defending her own rights and, above all, the rights of Ukrame this courageous woman has
declared a “dry” hunger strike and has refused to be approached by Russian doctors. Nadiya
Savchenko wants to return”to Ukraine, alive or dead!

We, the Ukrainian people, call for international support to ensure an immediate liberation of
our heroine, who has put her life at stake, showing an example of patriotism and struggle for liberty.
We, the Ukrainian people, demand from the Russian Federation an immediate liberation of Nadiya
